Books may not be used to stock libraries, waiting rooms, or book banks.


Books may not be sold or otherwise used for gain.


Books may not be dispersed without Volunteers of America label inside.

If you are unable to attend the scheduled pick-up date, please let Lindsay know as soon as possible to re-schedule. If you do not notify us beforehand, you will still need to call and re-schedule; however, it will be based on the availability of books.
